You may have noticed that Northfield is blessed
with an abundance of cats, some of which seem
to be suffering from an odd affliction that causes
one ear to be shorter than the other. Are they
mutants from another planet? No! They're our
neighborhood TNR cats.

TNR is an acronym for “trap-neuter-release,”
a form of animal control that regulates the
population of stray and feral cats. Volunteers
humanely trap and neuter the cats, then release
them at their original location, where they are fed
and monitored in a permanent colony. While the
cats are being neutered, about ¥4” of one ear tip is
removed so that they can be recognized from a
distance. This alerts animal control that the cat is
part of a maintained colony and should not be
picked up.

Studies have indicated that TNR is a more
effective and less expensive means of stabilizing
and ultimately reducing stray and feral cat
populations than traditional trap and kill methods.

Once neutered, much of the inconvenience
caused by stray cats is greatly mitigated.
Neutered cats fight and roam less, which leads to
less spread of disease and inconvenience to
neighbors. The TNR colony prevents other cats
from moving in, and as the TNR cats die off,
individual new cats that appear can be trapped,
neutered, and integrated into the colony.

“Each watershed is a link in a delicate chain
that makes up the area's and the earth's
"circulation system" for water, much like the
human circulation system provides water,
oxygen, and nutrients and takes away
wastes/toxins.”
Quoting Waller Creek Watershed resident, Dick
Pierce, who after retiring from IBM, now
conducts PermaCulture certification training,
teaching all comers ethical and practical ways to
live in your environment well, with less stress,
less waste, and better quality of life.
“A healthy watershed is one that provides
essential/sufficient, clean/potable water for all
of its residents - microbial, animal, plants,
trees, and humans. Today, most humans get
their water from a central, treated system, but
all of the other residents still get their water
from their local/immediate watershed - they
are totally dependent on its availability and its
acceptable quality.”

“A watershed: provides water, cleans water,
receives water (rain, springs, upstream),
transports water, passes water on to the next
watershed, allows water to insoak, (filter and
slowdown), for use and to recharge aquifers,
stores water, "buffers" water in both flood and
drought, provides nutrients (esp. Oxygen and
minerals), and receives pollutants/
contaminants/sediments.”

Go to www.ancradio.ortp hear a recent show

about Austin watersheds, and other topics

effecting neighborhood well-being.

“Watersheds are where we live. Waller Creek
watershed is a small enough piece of the
"environment" for each of us to understand, to
get my arms/head around, for me to see to
know, to have an effect on, to have an opinion
about, to do something about, and work with
my upstream neighbors about. It is the
essence of "Think Globally, Act Locally."

“Watersheds are finely-tuned, delicate
systems upon which our well-being, health,
real estate, and even lives depend. They filter
and slow down water (insoak) - moderating
our violent weather and harsh climate. | agree
that poorly planned development is the worst
problem here - both for flow/drought and for
contaminants.”

Our watershed is where we live, what we can do,
and how we should be judged - before we go out
to save the world or advise/critique others. Our
major focus could be between our own watershed
and our own yards/ properties and it could be
thought of as our responsibility (with help from
City, etc.). We owe it to the world and to other
beings to have human occupation/alteration have
as little negative impact as possible on the
watershed and its original inhabitants.

Another excellent local resource is RNA/NLPT
member Matt Hollon. He is the environmental

engineer who did the study for South Austin’s

Blunn Creek Watershed rehabilitation plan.

There is a major activity that homeowners can do
to help Austin re-charge aquifers, moderate
stream flow, reduce load on storm-water
facilities, and reduce sedimentation/erosion.
Work tomaximize the rain/water insoak on your
propertyand within their watershed. (ground
cover, mulch, good topsoil, wetlands/ponds, less
lawn, more native trees, native plants., etc). City
needs to promote this more - please see web site:
http://www.ci.austin.tx.us/greengarden/design_te
mp.htmfor more on this. Private land and yards
are 5-10 times the area of the city-owned, citizen-
financed recharge zones - all bought to maximize
insoak and minimize run-off. Citizens can make a
difference and save the next bond issue by
helping in their own watershed and own yards.

Waller Creek(Continued)
Things that any community member can do to
help protect the Waller Creek watershed:

1. Don’t shop at businesses that you think do
not have environmentally good practices.
For example, are their dumpsters
overflowing, do they keep junked vehicles
on site, does the parking lot drain to a
creek untreated.

2. Pay attention to the weather when you put
your trash out for curbside pick up. If the
wind knocks over your trash barrel, where
will the contents end up?

3. When it rains, watch where your storm
water drains. A good sign is that water is
still draining long after the storm has
passed. This is a sign that your home has
detained the storm water, helping to reduce
the powerful first flush that hit the creek.

4. Don't fertilize your lawn prior to a
predicted rainfall event—a large portion of
the fertilizer may otherwise wash into
streams and lakes, causing problems.

5. Use low or no toxicity lawn care products.

6. Have your oil and antifreeze changed at a
reliable business (which will recycle these
products safely) or, if you do this yourself,
take the waste materials to such a business
to have them recycle it. Do not allow it to
drain into the streets—or it will end up in
our drinking water.

7. Reduce your area of lawn, eliminate any
open/uncovered ground, add mulch to
garden beds, make mulch islands in shady
areas (instead of lawn),

8. Plant native trees - fruit trees are triple
purpose - hold water/soil, shade, food

9. Garden - use 6 -18" of good topsoil to grow
great plants/veggies, store water

10.6" of good topsoil underneath any new
grass or sod. Use native grasses

A NEW LANDSCAPE

As recent ago as 2002, the small triangular
property at the intersections of Bruning, Evans,
and 52nd street stood empty, a mere patch of
grass that was occasionally mowed by the city.
Members of the North Loop Neighborhood
Planning Team took the initiative to transform
this lone vacant green space into a small park for
the neighborhood to enjoy. It was officially
named ‘Bruning Green’ in 2004 and is a result of
the efforts of many committed neighbors.

Since our house directly faces Bruning Green,
| have greatly enjoyed watching the plants grow
and bloom over the seasons. Kirsten Bartel, local
garden designer and previous Keeper of the
Green, designed the scheme for the butterfly bed

and crushed granite path along the Bruning edge.

The bed is multi-functional: it serves as a wet-
edge for the longest leg of the triangle along a
street with no drainage; the blooms attract

butterflies; and it creates an aesthetically pleasing
view for the side of the park that gets the most
traffic.

The plants are placed in a rhythmic
composition of drifts and groupings, and the
brightly colored flowers alternate in a pleasing
pattern. It is particularly beautiful now, as almost
every plant is in bloom. Following is a drawing
that documents the existing plants as designed by
Kirsten... please help them thrive through the
summer months!

WOOD SURFACE
unpainted wooden surface such as a fence

Use a block or belt sander to sand off the spray

paint

Then brush on a coat of plain yoghurt to help
the wood age/blacken/silver quickly to get that
“old weathered fence look” back. Smelly but
effective.

PLASTIC OR METAL SURFACE
sharpie marker on plastic or metal

Goo Gone orange gel and 0000 grade steel
wool, good for bus stop signs where the plastic

coating needs to remain clear. Goo Gone solvent

will melt plastic, use the orange gel instead!

PAINTED SURFACE
should be obvious...Repaint!

UNPAINTED BRICK

First try a very coarse sandpaper.

Failing that, try paint stripper (like BIX Heavy
Duty available at Home Depot or Breeds) and a

metal bristle brush to get the paint out of the grain

of the brick. ALWAYS use GOGGLES and
gloves when working with any stripping chemical
and read the directions twice before using!!
Finish with lots of soap and water rinse.

ACID ETCHING

Two businesses have a rubbing solvent that can
buff windows that is less costly than replacing
windows: Accent Window Solutions (670-0037)
or Sparkling Clean Windows (848-0501). Acid
etching is permanent and might require costly
glass replacement.

Recognize that graffiti color? It could be your
left-over paint!

Don't store paint in open areas around homes
& businesses. Close garages. It's real quick for a
kid to ride up on a bike, swipe a can from a
garage or loading door, and be gone. Is your can
of paint where you left it? Or that spray paint?

When throwing away half used cans of spray
paint, remove the spray nozzle and toss it in a
separate garbage can.

Keep spray paint locked up and out of
children/teen’s reach.

Clean graffiti up immediately. Old graffiti
attracts new graffiti.

They'll make a work order. Give addresses when
possible. Saying the front or back of a sign
doesn't help if they can't find the sign!! Saying
the southwest corner is more helpful. The more
time spent looking for illusive graffiti, the less
time spent covering it up elsewhere!

PAINT COLOR.
The city will provide labor and sometimes paint.
They'll apply your paint for you. Don't have the
paint anymore? They have base coats they can
apply, then you can recover later. At least the
graffiti will be gone.

TIME.
They try within 10-14 days. Sometimes faster,
just depends on the work load and coincidence.
For instance, while covering up graffiti at Point
X, they might see more across the street and
cover it up while there.
